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Manuals and Record Book Update

exhibit.

MORGAN COUNTY SHOOTING SPORTS COUNTY FAIR CONTEST ELIGIBILITY 
1.  All participants must be 4ïH members currently enrolled in the 4ïH Shooting Sports Project. 
 Juniors: 8 - 13 years old as of 12/31/20     Seniors: 14 - 18 years old as of 12/31/20 
2. All participants must attend a mandatory safety training prior to their first practice. 
3. Appropriate safety equipment is the shooterôs responsibility. 
4. All youth MUST complete record books and participate in interview judging and must receive at 
least a Red Ribbon on their interview project for scores to count for participation at Colorado 
State Fair. 

5. All youth must have a Hunterôs Safety Card to shoot at the County Fair Shoot. 
6. You must have participated in at least three (3) County *Certified shoots in each of the 
divisions entered to compete at the County Fair. For safety reasons, a shotgun shooter must 
shoot at least three (3) practices in each class they want to compete in.  *Certified shoots are 
shoots shot in front of the contest superintendent or assistant superintendent of the discipline. 

*For emergency situations, the superintendent and shooting sports committee will take it under 
consideration for county only results.  Youth not participating in county shoots will not be eligible 
for State Fair Shoot. 
*Guidelines for Classes and equipment will be same as the current rulebook.  You may view the 
Colorado Shooting Sports Rule Book at: http://co4h.colostate.edu/program-areas/shooting-sports/.

Record Book Workshop

Cake Decorating Boards 
One exhibit requirement for Cake Decorating is the board for the cake MUST be a solid, sturdy 
board which is cut in the same shape as the cake.   A typical cardboard cake board is not sturdy 
enough for fair exhibits and it can be difficult to get recycled cardboard which is thick enough.  We 
recommend using 1/4 inch thick solid masonite board.  These can be obtained at a hardware store 
or lumber yard.

Leaders' Advisory Funding 2020-2021 
Youth must participate in fundraisers in the 4-H year (Oct 2020-Sept 2021) to be eligible to receive 
funding from LAC for activities in the next 4-H year (Oct 2021-Sept 2022).  This is done by selling 4 
items of any fundraisers (butter braids/pastry puffins or peaches).  If youth did not sell 4 items, $25 must 
have been contributed by December 31, 2021 to be eligible for funding. 
Youth who do not sell 4 items or contribute $25 for the 4-H year (Oct 2020-Sept 2021) will receive a 
letter in the mail as a reminder they will not receive funding for activities in the next 4-H year (Oct 2021-
Sept 2022).

Food Safety!!! 

 
§ Morgan County Leaders' Advisory (LAC) recommends all 4-H leaders/
parents/adults who help with or supervise 4-H members in the Fair 
Concession Stand to complete a 1 hour Hands-On Food Safety Training 
before working in the 4-H Concession Stand during the fair.  

§ After completing the Hands-On Food Safety Training one time, LAC also 
requires each year 4-H leaders/parents/adults must complete a refresher quiz (open booklet) 
before working in the concession stands the current year.   We have a list of all who have 
attended trainings in past years so if you need to check your status, contact Aimee.  

§ AND clubs must also give names of adults who will be helping in the Concession Stand for 2021 
who have previously completed the Hands-On Food Safety Training.  These individuals will need 
to complete the Food Safety Refresher Quiz during the month of June. 

§ Refresher Quiz will be available by picking up a booklet and quiz beginning Tuesday, June 1, 

2021 from the Extension Office or completing online.
